Definitions accountmeans the account held at your financial institution from which we are authorised to
arrange for funds to be debited.

agreement means this Direct Debit Request Service Agreement between you and us.

business day means a day other than a Saturday or a Sunday or a public holiday listed throughout
Australia.

debit day means the day that payment by youto usis due.
debit payment means a particular transaction where a debitis made.

direct debit request means the Direct Debit Request between usand you (andincludes any Form
PD-C approved foruse in the transitional period).

transitional period means the period commencing on the industry implementation date for Direct
Debit Requests (currently 31 March 2000) and concluding 12 calendar months from that date.

us orwe means Diocesan Presbytery Fund you have authorised by signing a direct debit request.
youmeans the customer who signed the direct debit request.

your financial institutionis the financial institution where you hold the account that you have
authorised usto arrange to debit.

1. Debiting your account 1.1 Bysigning a direct debit request, you have authorised us to arrange for funds to be debited
fromyouraccount. You should refer to the direct debit request and this agreement for the
terms of the arrangement between usand you.

1.2 Wewill only arrange for funds to be debited from your account as authorised in the direct
debit request.

1.3 Ifthe debit dayfalls on a day thatis not a business day, we may direct your financial institution
to debit youraccounton the previous business day.

If you are unsure about which day your accounthas or will be debited you should ask your
financial institution.

2. Changesby us 2.1  Wemay vary any details of this agreement or a direct debit request at any time by giving you
atleast fourteen (14) days’ written notice.

3. Changes by you 3.1 Subjectto3.2and 3.3, youmay change the arrangements under a direct debit request by
contacting uson (08) 8210 8156

3.2 If youwishto stop or defera debit payment you must notify usin writing at least 28 days
before the next debit day. This notice should be givento usin the firstinstance.

3.3 Youmay also cancel yourauthority for us to debit youraccount at any time by giving us7
days notice in writing before the next debit day. This notice should be given to usin the first
instance.

4. Yourobligations 4.1 Itis yourresponsibility to ensure that there are sufficient clear funds available in your
account to allow a debit paymentto be made in accordance with the direct debit request.

4.2 Ifthere areinsufficient clear fundsin your accountto meet a debit payment:
(a) youmay be charged a fee and/or interest by your financial institution;
(b) youmay also incur fees or chargesimposed orincurred by us; and

(c) youmust arrange for the debit payment to be made by another method or arrange for
sufficient clear funds to be in your account by an agreed time so that we can process the
debit payment.

5. Dispute 5.1 Ifyoubelieve that there has beenan errorin debiting your account, you should notify us
directly on (08) 8210 8211 and confirm that notice in writing with us as soon as possible so that
we canresolve yourquery more quickly.

5.2 If weconclude as aresult of ourinvestigations that youraccount has beenincorrectly
debited we will respond to yourquery by arranging for your financial institution to adjust
youraccount (including interest and charges) accordingly. We will also notify you in writing of
the amount by which your accounthas been adjusted.

5.3 If weconclude as aresult of ourinvestigations that youraccounthas not beenincorrectly
debited we willrespond to yourquery by providing you with reasons and any evidence for
this finding.

5.4 Anyqueries youmay have about an error made in debiting your account should be directed
to usinthe firstinstance so that we can attempt to resolve the matter between usand you. If
we cannot resolve the matter you can still referit to your financial institution which will obtain
details from you of the disputed transaction and may lodge a claim on yourbehalf.

6. Accounts You should check:

(a) with your financial institution whether direct debiting is available from youraccount as
direct debitingis not available on all accounts offered by financial institutions.

(b) your account details which you have provided to us are correct by checking them
against arecent account statement; and

(c)withyour financial institutionbefore completing the direct debit requestif you have
any queries about how to complete the direct debit request.
